
PERSONAL SAFETY
 

This brochure is designed to provide realistic, 

proactive techniques that you can apply in 

your life to enhance your personal safety. 

The key to safety is being aware of places or 

situations that put you at risk. 

IN YOUR HOME 

Get to know your nei~hbours. Make arrangements to 

keep an eye on each other's homes when away. If 

there is a Citizens on Patrol in your area, advise them 

if you will be away for an extended period. 

Draw drapes or close blinds after dark . 

Ensure that your outside doors and door frames are 

sturdy. This includes entry doors in attached ~ara~es. 

Install security -rated locks (t.e. dead bolts rather than 

bathroom door locks) on main doors and windows. 

Install a 180-de~ree peephole in your door. Identify 

visitors before opening your door and do not open 

your doo r to strangers. 

If a stranger asks to use you r phone, offer to make the 

call yourself. 

List only your init ials and last name on the mailbox or 

in the telephone book . Do nollist your first name or 

indicate Mr., Mrs., Ms. or Miss. 

Never ~jve personal Information to telephone 

solicitors or wrong number callers . 

Have emergency telephone numbers on 

or near your phone. 

Make sure that all entrances are well lit. 

Install a li~ht timer. 

Have your keys ready as you approach the doo r. 

Do not hide spare keys outside the home. 

Beaware of your surroundings and evaluate your 

situation so you can make decisions about your safety. 

Stay alert in laundry rooms, parkin~ ~ara~es , elevators 

and avoid dark or secluded streets. 

Beaware of what security measures a website is 

us in~ to prot ect your personal information when 

requ ested over the Internet. 

IN YOUR VEHICLE 

Keep your vehicle locked when you are drivin~ or 

when it is parked . 

Have your keys ready when approaching your 

parked car. Do a check of the inside of your car 

before entering. 

If you are bein~ followed , drive to a police station or 

a busy public area such as a 2'1-hour conven ience 

store or ~as station . Try to note the licence plate num­

ber and make of the car. 

Park in well lit areas. Beobservant so you can assess 

your surround ings and safety, especially in parking 

~ara~es. 

Do not leave car reglstratlon and insurance documents 

in your vehicle. They show your address and other 

personal Information. 

Keep your ~ara~e door opener out of si~ht until you 

need It. Thieves can use it to ~et into your home. 

Do not hide spare keys under the hood, the bumpers 

or anywhere else on the car. 

Have re~ular vehicle tune -ups to keep your vehicle in 

~ood work ln~ order. 

If your vehicle breaks down , raise the hood and switch 

on the hazard l i~hts . Stay inslde with the windows up 

and keep the doors locked . If somebody offers help, 

assess your situation to see If II is safe to accept 

assistance. Is the helper another motorist with a family 

or a lone driver? If you feel unsafe, ask the helper 10 

call for assistance. 

If possible, carry a cell phone with you. 

Youcan help strandedmotorists by phonin~ for assistance. 

IN YOUR COMMUNITY 

Be assertive when walk in~. Attackers seek victims 

who appear intimidated or vulnerable. 



IF IT HAPPENS 

If you are assaulted, you will face a number of painful 

emotions. Victims often feel fear, confusion, anger, 

embarrassment, disgust and gUilt. It is important to 

remember that you are not to blame. The only g"uilty 

party is your assailant. 

Here's what to do immediately after an assault: 

Call the poli ce 

The First step is to call the po llee who can take you to 

the hospita l. If you wish , ask a friend or relative to g"o 

with you . 

To help the police gather and protect necessary evi ­

dence for their investigation, it is best no t to clean or 

move any items at Ihe scene, wash, change your 

clothes or even comb your hair. 

Youshould not consumeany alcohol, drug"s or medication. 

Go to the hospital 

Once you are at the hospital , tell the person in charg"e 

exactly what happened to you . 

Some hospitals have sexual assault units with 

specially trained people 10help you . 

Call for suppor t services 

Victim Service Units exist within many police serv ices. 

You wi ll probably be asked 10comp lete the Suspect 

Idenlily Chart which will ask what you remember 

about the suspect's

The Protect ion Al/ainst Family Violence Act is a
 

law that prolects all family members f rom family
 

violence. If someone is abused or knows someone
 

who is abuse d, this law can help.
 

The Act defines family violence as:
 

Injuring" or threatening to injure a family member
 

Damaging" or threatening" to damage property in order
 

10 intimidate or harm a family member
 

Not allowing a family member to leave the home
 

Sexual abuse .
 

An Emerl/ency Protection Order is a tool that po lice
 

can obtain from Ihe court 10provi de immediate protec­


tion to an "abused family member:' This order can say
 

that an abusive family membe r musl lemporarily leave
 

the home, cannot contact other fami ly members and
 

cannot come near their home, workplace or school.
 

The police can, if authorized, also lake away guns,
 

knives and other weapons.
 

You are not alone
 

If you have been assaulted, family, friends and com­


munity resources are there 10help. You do not have
 

to deal with assault alone.
