A ~ood lock is very important. The popular 

key-in-the-knob locks ar-e not very effecti ve. 

Install a 2.5 em deadbolt loc k on all exterior 

doors. 

Patio do ors are popular targets for burg lars 

and thieves, as many of th em can be li fted out 

of th eir tracks and remove d. To prevent th is, 

install metal screws in the door's up per track. 

These screw s wi ll f ili l he space above the do or, 

preven t ing it from dearing th e lower track. 

Patio doors can also be pin ned l ike wi ndow s 

or locked with a commercial lock. 
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TELEPHO NE SAFETY J 
Neve r ~i v e yo ur name, number or add ress to a 

caller you don't kn ow, and report any harassrng 
or th rea te nin~ cal ls to the police. To prevent 

your name and number from b e i n~ displayed 

on outgoing call s, and to prevent the use of cal l 

return to yo ur number, have th e phone comp any 

permanently blo ck this infor mat io n, or use a 

temporary bl ock by pressing *67 befo re th e 

number (di a11l67 on a rotary ph one ). If you 

receive a harassin g or threaten ing call you can 

press *57 immed iately after han ~in ~ up to trace 

the cal l. Contact your p hon e company fo r mor e 

information on tel eph one security option s.

If you have firearms and/ or amm unl li on, 

ensure th at they are stor ed or are b e j n ~ 

di splayed so the y meet th e re~ula l i o n s of 

the Firearms Act.

COMPUTERS J 

Comp ut ers should be p laced away from 

windows and yo u should look into the 

numero us devices avai labl e fo r pro tect ing 

yo ur CPU and print er. These can be secured 

w ith tamper resistant machine screws to 

pr o tect the memory bo ard s. 

SAFE ROOM 

You may wa nt to identi fy a safe room in 

your ho me w he re family me mbers can ~ o i f 

an in truder ente rs wh il e yo u are home. The 

roo m shou ld have a locking device, a phone 

and (i f on the second level) an escap e ladder 

that hook s ove r the win dow sill and drops to a 

safe dist ance fro m the ~ r o u n d . 

OPERATION IDENTIFICATION 

Bur~la rs seldom steal valuable merchandise 

for personal use; they steal items that can 

be transported and sold easily. Operation 

Identification discourages bur~lars before 

they attempt to break into your home. 

What you can do : 

• Join Ope ration Identi f icat ion throu gh your 

local poli ce servi ce or vol unteer in a crime 

preve nt ion prograrr, like Blo ck Watch, 

N ei~hbourhoo d Watch or Rural Crime Wat ch. 

• Identi fy al l your valu able property with yo ur 

driver's li cense number by u sin ~ an engraver, 

a pe rm anent mar ker or an in visibl e ink pen. 

If you don't have a driver's licen ce, simil ar 

identificati on can be issued wh ere driver's 

l icen ces are sol d . (Do not use your social 

insurance nurnber.) Small items and jewelry 

can be photographed bes id e a clear ly marked 

rul er. Also, the contents of th e house can be 

v ide ot aped and the tape stor ed in a safety 

depo sit box. 
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Advertise the fact that all property in your 

home is marked for identification by placin~ 

Operation Identification decals (available from 

police serv ices) on your entrance doors and 

windows . 

Record the serial numbers and descriptions of 

all your valuable property. 

Tack 1.0. 

Equestrians - don't forget to identify 

your saddle and other tack. Stamp all tack 

w ith your dr iver's licence number. On a 

western saddle, stamp the ~ullet area directly 

under the horn, while En~lish saddles can be 

permanently marked by stamping the number 

on the inside of the fender area. Other tack, 

such as harnesses and bridles, should be 

marked on the inside of each piece that can 

be disassembled. To permanently mark your 

leather tack, just dampen the leather with 

a wet cloth and stamp the number into the 

leather with a metal stamp . (Metal stamping 

kits cost approximately $10.00 in most 

hardware stores .) For further information, 

contact your local RCMP, RCMP Livestock 

lnvestlgation Section or Rural Crime Watch 

Association . 

RECOVERY OF STOLEN PROPERTY 

Identifiable stolen property can now be 

recorded on CPIC (a nationwide police 

database). CPIC allows Alberta's police 

services to readily identify (at any time 

of day) the owner of marked property 

that is recovered. 

OTHER SECURITY O PTION S 

If you keep lar~e amounts of money or 

expensive jewelry at home you should invest 

in a ~ood quality safe. Other forms of security 

to keep in mind are alarmed security systems 

or roll-shutters for Windows and doors. 
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GARAGE AND VEHICLE PROTECTION 

Garages are another popular target for 

burglars. Keep curtains over your ~ara~e 

windows so thieves can't window shop or 

check to see if your car is there. Install inward 

swin~in~, solid-core doors with deadbolts on 

your attached ~ara~e door. Use a ~ood padlock 

for the ~ara~e door and keep it locked, even 

when you are home. If you have an automatic 

~ara~e door opener, customize your remote 10 

ensure that you are the only one who can open 

your ~ara~e. 

Most vehicle thefts are the result of owner 

carelessness. To avoid vehicle thefts, follow 

these simple rules: 

Close the windows, lock the doors and never 

leave keys inside the vehicle. 

Place valuables in the trunk; do not leave credit 

cards in your car. 

Mark your vehicle's stereo equipment with 

your licence number and keep a record of all 

vehicle serial numbers. 

Never hide a spare key under the carpeting or 

over the sun visor. 

Park your car in well-lit areas. 

Do not leave your car unattended with lu~~a~e, 

skis or bi kes on the roof rack . 

Do not mark your keys with your name and 

address. 

Keep your ~ara~e door opener with you. 

A stolen car can lead to a home break-in. 

If you are required to leave a key with a parking 

altendanl, leave only your i~nition key. 
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
